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Workshop: Exploring Contemporary Disability Issues
1. Language of disability: Who defines it?

This Workshop is will introduce participants to  World Health Organization  definition of disability and explore how  this and all other language used to address persons with disabilities can hinder or facilitate communication with people living with  disabilities in contemporary times.  

2. Universal Design for everyday living!
This Workshop, will introduce participants to the concept of Universal design for everyday living, its application to public and private environments. 

As well, we will give an overview of the new concept of “visit ability” to show how this can help in rending a sense of welcoming to friends and family with reduced mobility

3. Eco-Access
This Workshop will introduce participants to human ecology the consequences on health to the population in general and persons with disability in particular. We will also explore how the tools for keeping the planet clean and safe can be adapted so that persons with disability, the elderly, and children can use them. This will be a participatory workshop  

4. Gender perspective & Disability

This Workshop will introduce participants to gender diversity and disabilities analysis. We will explore how issues such as delivery of services, violence, income, /employment, etc., how these issues   influence women and men   living with a disabilities. Participants will be encouraged to explore other issues of interest based on the disability /gender analysis. 

5. UN Conventions on rights of persons with disabilities

This Workshop will introduce participants the UN Conventions and focus on the Conventions on rights of persons with disabilities. We will explore the following questions:  

What does it mean for each person with disabilities? 

How does it affect our daily lives? Can it work in conjunctions with the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms and with Charter of human rights and freedoms? 
This workshop will have a follow up to explore in details the various articles 

6. Disability: Recreation, Fitness & Sport

This Workshop will explore the opportunities and resources that are available in area of recreation and fitness for persons with disabilities of all ages. As well, we will introduce the participants to armature and semi professional, sport, as practiced by persons with disabilities.  

7. Available Program and Policies: Your Rights how to claim them

This Workshop will explore available programs, policies, laws; how persons with disabilities can use these policies laws to assist them. We will explore how to:

a. be informed 

b. understands what you qualify for  

c. self-advocate for your rights 

d. who can help you

8. Life Cycles and Disability

This Workshop will explore:

a) The differences between persons living with a disability from childhood and persons who acquired a disability later in life. 

b) The similarity and differences experienced by persons with disabilities, getting older, and non- disabled persons who are aging and acquiring a disability
